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The trustees and other officials of Liberty Township,
in Youngstown, Ohio, were recently thrilled and grateful
for a generous gift. Mr. Raxit and Ketki Shah, former
residents of the Township, donated prime property ap-
praised at $800,000 to the Township for the develop-
ment of a desperately needed central fire station. Ac-
cording to Township Administrator Patrick Ungaro, this
unprecedented $800,000 gift was the largest single do-
nation given to the community by an Indian immigrant.

Liberty Township’s current main station is a logistical
problem, and the new location will improve response
time to all areas of the township. The proposed station
will feature room for ten emergency vehicles, eight
bunks, offices, gym, and dining facilities. The donation
of the property will allow the Township to gain approval
for state and federal grants needed to develop the new
station. “This property can act as our in-kind down pay-
ment of $800,000 to help us secure a grant and will save
us money no matter what,” according to Trustee Jack
Simon.

With the recent move to Florida, the Shah Family
wanted to leave a substantial gift to the Township. “We
are very grateful to the Shahs for the donation and their
generosity. This is their way of giving back to the com-
munity and it will not allow us to expend taxpayers’
money for the project,” states Trustee Jodi Stoyak.

Mr. and Mrs. Shah, who presently reside in Tierra
Verde, Florida, have lived in the Township for over 20
years and have two grown children, Punit and Prem.
They have established a successful real estate develop-
ment company, the Liberty Group of Companies, which
started in Liberty Township and has grown in the past
two decades. Currently, the family is involved in the de-
velopment of hotels and luxury waterfront condomini-
ums in Florida. “T am happy to see residents of this
community who started here with a business and were
successful who are willing to give back to the commu-
nity,” Trustee W. Gary Litch said.

The Shah Family has already established a reputation
for philanthropic efforts locally and overseas. Mr. Raxit
Shah and his wife have been instrumental in developing
and maintaining an Eye hospital to provide charitable
operations to the needy, and have also opened a primary
school for disadvantaged students in Godhra, Gujarat -
India. On a recent visit, the Shah Family provided medi-
cal supplies and purchased an ambulance and a hearse
for residents of Godhra.

Raxit was the first Indian to be invited by Defense
Secretary Donald Rumsfeld to travel across the United
States for one week visiting major defense establish-
ments including aircraft carrier, Pentagon, nuclear sub-
marine and the top secret Chenyon mountains site.
